Excellence in Education Award Recipient Schol-
arship — Students who were 7" grade recipients of
this award and enroll at Salesian will be granted
$1000 for their freshman year. Families can and are
encouraged to apply for additional financial assis-
tance.

8™ Grade Special Award Scholarship — Catholic
elementary schools offer a $2000 scholarship to one
of their eighth grade students. For each recipient of
that award who enrolls at Salesian, Salesian will
match the scholarship for a total of $4000, renew-
able for 4 years.

Community School-1* Year Scholarship — Sale-
sian has identified ten Catholic elementary schools
that serve our community.
